First generation
terminals use a 20-pin connection cable with a silver connector to connect to
an IP20 junction box. Second generation terminals use a 22-pin connection
cable with a black connector to connect to one of two available IP65 junction
boxes. Because of the pin differences, you cannot mix components between
generations.

One of the second generation MobileView terminals, cat. no. 2711T-
T10I1N1-TC, is a thin client model without an operating system but is set for
PXE boot into a thin client server. This terminal is configured to work with
ThinManager” software. To learn more about how to PXE boot into a

There are two IP65 junction boxes that work with second generation
MobileView terminals. One junction box has cord grip connections, and the
other junction box has M12 On-Machine™ connections. Both IP65 junction
boxes have LED lights and a status indicator bar on their front plate that can
signify different operating and error states.

(1)  Three of the first generation MobileView terminals are equipped with a red-yellow emergency stop (E-stop) push button, both
second generation MobileView terminals are equipped with an illuminated red E-stop push button, and two of the first
generation MobileView terminals are equipped with a gray stop button that is not classified as an E-stop button.

Foreseeable misuse is when the enabling switch is modified so it stays in the
enabling position. The foreseeable misuse of the enabling switch must be
restricted. The following measures are recommended, which cause the machine
to stop in manual mode.

e Inquiry of the enabling switch when you turn on the machine/plant, and
inquiry of the enabling switch when you change the operating mode
from automatic to manual (the enabling switch must not be in the
enabling position).

e The enabling switch must be released within a defined time period and
pushed into the enabling position again, with the time length defined by
the activity.

The E-stop push button of a MobileView 2711T terminal meets the
requirements of ISO 13850. The button must be designed as a Category 0 or
Category 1 emergency stop by the risk assessment for the machine. The
connection of the force-guided contacts to an appropriate monitoring system
must meet the safety level that results from the risk assessment of the machine.
See Risk Assessment of Machinery on page 20.

The E-stop has two potential-free, normally closed contacts to connect external
peripherals, a nominal operating voltage of 24V (safety low voltage in accordance
with EN 61131-2), and a maximum operating current of 500 mA at 24V DC.

Remove the Back Cover
